 The amount of students applied for Financial Aid has dramatically increased.  The numbers of students applied Financial Aid in the 1st 2 quarters of 2011-2012  exceeded the numbers of students applied Financial Aid for the whole year in 2008-2009.
 Financial aid provides “safety net for finance”, there are more students took full load of units (more full-time students).  If a student took full load (12 units), she/he could get about $16,000 financial aid.)
