ESCOM COUNCIL MEETS IN OCTOBER 

The well-attended Oc-
tober meeting of the 
ESCOM Council took 
place at the Emeritus 
Center of the Indian 
Valley Campus on Oc-
tober 21. 

Treasurer Art Ravicz  submitted the 2010-11 
Budget, and the Board approved it following an 
animated discussion by the members.  It was 
pointed out that the prior year’s Budget was under-
spent, but that a small deficit due to increased 
Newsletter printing costs may be seen this year.  
As always the income from ESCOM membership 
dues is critical in meeting the Emeritus Students’ 
needs. Nearly one-half of the year’s expenditures 
are for the Newsletter and office printing and mail-
ing costs. 

Director of Student Services Arnulfo Cedillo  an-
nounced that the Annual Thanksgiving Luncheon 
would be held at IVC on November 18, and that 
ASCOM was again sponsoring the Night of Giv-
ing on December 3, when disadvantaged children 
of the community are treated to  Christmas  gifts 
and refreshments. 

Dr. Cedillo also spoke of the upcoming visit by an 
Accreditation Team, when the College’s staff pre-
sents written and oral reports of various educa-
tional and administrative activities of the College 
of Marin.  He characterizes this three-day proceed-
ing as an important event that requires extensive 
preparation on the part of key staff members. 

Chairman of Clubs Bill Raffanti  anticipates that 
he will once again call for a meeting of all the club 
chairs to exchange ideas on club programs and im-
proved participation. He appreciates the publicity 
given clubs in the Newsletter and will continue to 
provide articles as new clubs are formed. 

Bev Munyon advised that all financial grant re-
quests for the fall semesters have been met despite 
the increased volume of requests due to the discon-
tinuation of most free classes. 

Speaking as Chairman of the Curriculum Commit-
tee Dick Park  expressed dismay about the large 
number of Emeritus College classes cancelled due 
to lack of enrollment. This information came to 
light at the previous day’s meeting of the Curricu-
lum Committee when a tabulation of class enroll-

ments and cancellations revealed that some 28% of 
classes scheduled for the Fall I semester had to be 
cancelled due to lack of enrollment.  It was sug-
gested that a marketing effort should be explored. 

Newsletter Committee Chairman Don Polhemus 
announced that henceforth our Newsletter can be 
viewed online for those readers that do not wish to 
wait for delivery through the mails.  They are en-
couraged to access the information through the 
C.O.M. website. 

Donna Posard, chairing this year’s Holiday Party, 
announced success in securing good prizes for the 
drawing to take place at the December 4th event.  
Ticket will be priced at $2.00, or three for $5.00.

Former Board Member 
Honored -- COM will 
honor former board mem-
ber, Harry Moore , with a 
memorial bench at IVC. 
As a tribute to Mr. Moore's

and surrounded by drought-resistant landscaping. 
Approximately $7,500 has been raised by College 
Trustees and Mr. Moore's family which is about 
half of the project's total cost.  COM officials are 
hoping to dedicate the memorial bench sometime 
in December.

Sponsorship of Child Care Food Program -- 
The College of Marin Child Care Food Program 
addresses an important need in the commu-
nity.  Through the program, enrolled children re-
ceive nutritious meals and snacks each day as part 
of their preschool education.  Many of the organic 
fruits and vegetables the children enjoy are grown 
at the IVC Organic Farm.  The program is avail-
able, without charge, to all enrolled children in the 
College Children's Center at both the Kentfield 
and Indian Valley Campuses. 

Prioritizing Success vs. Enrollment  -- Academic 
struggles in California's community colleges are 
taking a toll in producing graduates.  The vast ma-
jority of students hoping to earn an associate de-
gree or a vocational certificate tend to drop out be-
fore completion of courses.  In a recent study of 
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near the campus and come indoors to learn how to 
use our own photographs for reference.”  

Italian-born Gilda Zucollela presented a trio of 
offerings ranging from Jungian Psychology to 
Learning Italian through Opera.  Also offered by 
her was “An Introduction to Ayurveda: The Wis-
dom of Life. She  believes that “the study and dis-
cussion of Jung’s philosophy offers a narrative that 
gives us a greater context with which to experience 
and understand absolutely everything. Whether a 
lay person or a professional, this course will ac-
quaint you with the concepts, vision and tools of 
one of the greatest men of the twentieth century.”  

Although offered as a seven-week program the 
Committee felt that “An Introduction to Ay-
urveda”, an Indian healing system meaning “the 
knowledge of life” might best be presented ini-
tially as a one-day program, with the suggested 
seven-week course held for the future if sufficient 
interest develops from a one-day seminar.  Gilda’s 
offer to teach “Italian through Opera” also was ac-
claimed as an attractive choice for opera lovers 
who would better understand the story behind the 
music in its original language. 

Not interviewed, but recommended were two 
courses offered by Erika Harkins, “The History 
of the French Cinema” and “The History of the 
Richest Country in the World: Switzerland.” 
Erika’s  prior classes on European cultural subjects 
have been well attended in the past and a good re-
sponse to the new offerings is expected. 

Veteran instructor Dove Govrin’s offering 
“Wisdom Healing Qigong,” was also recom-
mended without the necessity of an interview. 

Instructors for three additional course 
offerings were interviewed on October 
20.  The Committee will be interview-
ing candidates for additional courses in 
November. These will be described in 
a later article.

YOUR BUSY CURRICULUM 
 COMMITTEE 

Chaired by Dick Park , the Curriculum Committee 
met on September 15, 2010, to interview several 
applicants presenting courses they would like to 
teach in the Community College. 

Following the interviews and brief discussion over 
the merits of the offerings, the Committee recom-
mended the following courses for the upcoming 
Winter and Spring semesters, or later if necessary: 

Shirin Teyssier proposes a one-day seminar on 
“French for Leisure Travelers”, with emphasis on 
social etiquette and general cultural awareness. 
She describes her course as a setting “In typical 
French ambience accompanied by French music, 
cheese and seltzer, preparing the student to navi-
gate abroad, whether visiting Paris, strolling 
through Provence, or just fancying to have a small 
conversation in French.” The students will also 
learn general cultural awareness and social eti-
quette of France.  Get tips on do’s and don’ts, ta-
ble setting, restaurant dining, the art of gift giving 
in social French gathering, the role of conversa-
tion, and more. 

Renowned artist Kay Carlson offers a course in 
”Expressive Landscape Oil Painting.” She plans to 
provide clear and simple instruction about how to 
achieve clean, fresh color. “We block in a paint-
ing, create dynamic composition, and strengthen 
tonal values.  You will learn to mix a warm and 
cool color palette. Starting with vibrant color and 
big shapes, students lead into beautiful atmos-
pheric perspective. The Class will paint outdoors 

more than 250,000 degree-seeking, community 
college students, fewer than 30% had transferred 
to a four-year school or had completed an associ-
ate degree.  Community colleges that help under-
prepared students complete English 
and Mathematics requirements 
should be given more funding.  Cur-
rently, this system is based on how 
many students are enrolled in the 
third week of school regardless of 
their existing language and mathe-
matical aptitudes.

It was set on top of piles of stacked 
books so that it appeared to be much taller. And 
around the base was wrapped a white sheet sug-
gesting snow.

Our tree brought a smile to the 
people who passed by, adding its little bit to the 
brightness of the season.  These simple things in 
life often provide the memories we most cherish, 
especially at Christmas time.
